with Superior Safety Codes Inc which expired in May 2021 but the contractor has
continued to provide the service based on this contract. We are now in receipt of a
proposed new contract from the service provider for the term May 1, 2021 to April 30,
2024.

Yellowstone Propane Tank located at the Shop

-500 gallon tank

-currently has approximately 1000 Litres of propane in it
-purchased used in 2011 from Apollo Propane for $800.00

Options to consider:

Bluewave Energy who provided Yellowstone with propane in the past said they do not
do e-vacs, Bluewave recommended we contact Temp Heat,

Temp Heat advised they have a partnership with Co-op and had to confirm they would
e-vac someone else's propane. Co-op said they would do the e-vac on our tank at a
cost of $140/hour and would have to bring in 2 trucks to do this. There would also be a
restocking fee on the fuel of $0.15/litre (we have approximately 1000 litres - would be
about $150.00 for restocking). Temp Heat suggested that we could then sell the tank
on a site like kijiji. Currently 500 gallon tanks brand new are selling for

$3,000.00. While our tank was purchased in 2011, it was used. Re-sale pricing would
be affected by when the tank expires as they are only good for 25 years and then need
to be recertified. The tank should have a rating plate on it so we could determine the
expiry from that. A picker truck would be required to move the empty tank. Co-op, for
example, charges $250/hour to move. | asked Temp Heat about selling the tank with
the propane in it and they said it could be done but it would have to be moved with a
dangerous goods permit under a specialized/licensed company.

Apollo Propane who Yellowstone originally purchased the tank from was then
contacted. Their owner, Al, was aware of the tank he sold Yellowstone years ago, he
said the problem with doing an e-vac on that used tank is the safety valve is old and 1 in
3 have been known to fail. Al has offered to pick up the tank full and haul it away at no
charge to the Summer Village, he would, however, not be offering anything to the
Summer Village for the tank. Al said they would eventually just burn off the propane
that is in the tank, refurbish it if feasible and re-sell it. If he can not re-sell or if the tank
is too costly to refurbish, he will haul to a metal scrap yard and recover some of his pick
up and hauling costs that way.

3.6 Consultative Services
